Our Survey results indicated that ASQ members want to help our local schools. I have been in contact with the Assistant Director of School-Community Partnership Program. This program manages the focus school project. 
 
The goals of the project are to assess, then address, the special needs of Clark County students through various programs. The schools involved in the program are those with high needs and limited resources.  
 
Currently, there are 155 schools identified for the program. These schools typically have 75 to 100% of the student population qualified to receive free lunch in the Federal School Lunch Program due to family income requirements.
 
Many children are homeless and come to school dirty and hungry. Teachers also donate their own time and money to these students. They bring in clothes, school supplies, and even food for the students.  
 
One Las Vegas school was recently featured on CBS news. Whitney Elementary School, located on the East side of town, lists nearly 85% 
of its students as homeless. The clip is heartbreaking. 
 
I'm ecstatic about the opportunity our Section has to help our schools. For our August meeting, I have requested a speaker speak about our schools and the current crisis. I look forward to seeing you there!
