The PAYBAC program has been around for more than 20 years. This program works with at risk middle schools by having volunteers come into the school and speak about what steps they took to get where they are currently at in their life. 

 

Speakers can talk about anything including how they achieved their goals, school experiences, or overcoming bulling. Whatever your background brings, volunteer and share it with student that in most cases have very little guidance. This program starts next week and runs through May of 2012.
