Mr. Erik Christensen
Erik Christensen is the Air Force Smart Operations for the 21st century (AFSO21) Transformation Specialist for the 57th Wing, Nellis Air Force Base, Nevada. As AFSO21 transformation specialist, he is responsible for the overall AFSO21 program within the wing; this includes training wing members, facilitating Lean events and solving problems. The 57th Wing is a large diverse wing with over 3,200 people, 35 squadrons at 13 installations and more than 130 aircraft.  
Erik Christensen, originally from New Jersey, joined the Air Force in 1989 after graduating high school. He was trained as an aircraft weapons loader. For eight years Erik loaded weapons and troubleshot armament systems on FB-111A, B1-B and F-16 aircraft. When stationed in Japan he was promoted to quality inspector and trainer. Staff Sergeant Christensen volunteered for recruiting duty and was assigned to the 362nd recruiting squadron in northern California. Three years later he was accepted to serve as Recruiting Service Operations non-commissioned officer for the 369th recruiting squadron in Los Angeles California. During this time he received a Bachelor of Science Degree in Information Technology from National University. 
Accepted into Officer Training School Erik was commissioned a 2nd Lieutenant 28 June, 2002.  His first assignment was a communications officer at Nellis AFB, NV; he held job titles of Officer in Charge, Assistant flight commander and executive officer. 1st Lieutenant Christensen participated in Operation ENDURING FREEDOM by serving as expeditionary commander’s executive officer, Kandahar Afghanistan. He departed Nellis AFB for his next assignment, Communications Watch Officer, Pentagon, Washington DC. After one year Captain Christensen transferred back to Nellis AFB as a reservist. Soon after returning Nellis he was trained in AFSO21 by the University of Tennessee. In 2009 he was certified as a Black Belt. Recently retired from the Air Force he now works as a civilian AFSO21 specialist. He has facilitated dozens of Lean events, led multiple base level problem solving events, and trained/mentored 31 Green Belts and 1 Black Belt.
